Go up the main staircase on the
second floor and you will imme-
diately come across the master
suite, which has a fireplace, huge
master bath with free-standing
tub, custom shower with body
sprays, heated floors, his and her
vanities and closet. The second
level also has four more bed-
rooms and they are all en suite.
Off the master bedroom, Blosio
said, “is a large deck where you
can walk out and oversee the

ceramic tile. That is not some-
thing you see every day,” Blosio
said.

The third level has one bed-
room and a huge “open area that
someone can make a game room,
a fitness room, or even another
family room,” Blosio said.

The unfinished basement, he
said, “has easily 14-feet ceilings.
They are extremely high because
the original plan was to putina
golf simulator. It’s left so the new
owner can customize to their own
liking. It can be a movie theater or
wine cellar or recreation room.”

The home, Blosio continued, “is
professionally landscaped.
